Eucomis – white with pink tinge  Large bulbs – have flowered  D $6.00 

Height to 45 cms+. Sun and good drainage. Autumn flowering. Potted. 

 

Eucomis – white with pink tinge  Medium sized bulbs  D  3 for $12.00 

Height to 45 cms+. Sun and good drainage. Impressive in autumn. Sent as loose bulbs. 

 

Haemanthus Albiflos        Few $12.00 

White. 2 to 3 leaves in 2022. Lovely smooth and shiny leaves, long flowering season and red berries. 

Dappled shade or in pots. To 25 cms when in flower. Plant with the upper half of the bulb above the 

soil level.  The compact flower heads are up to 5cm wide, consisting of numerous erect, narrow white 

flowers. The erect stamens protrude conspicuously beyond the tips of the flowers and the anthers turn 

yellow or orange when ripe. Protect from hard frost – not fully hardy.

They and the unripe fruit, produce an aromatic, volatile oil which may be ignited in 

hot weather.  Specimen plant best planted where you can brush past it so the beautiful fragrance is 

released. Suits a perennial border.  Grow in dry, well drained, moderately fertile soil in full sun. 

 

Dictamnus albus var. purpureus       D $10.00 

(Burning Bush). Year 2 plants.  May take 2 years to flower. Mature plants are 80 to 90  cms.  Highly 

fragrant, purply - mauve, 5-petalled flowers with darker veins and long, projecting stamens are borne 

in long, open racemes in early summer. Specimen plant in garden and best planted where you can 

brush past them so you can enjoy the fragrance released. 



Dimorphotheca barbarae compacta       $10.00 

(African Daisy). Height to 30 cms. Compact, large flowering variety with pink flowers. Very long 

flowering ground cover. Sun.   

Doronicum caucasicum (Leopard's Bane)     D $10.00     
To 45 cms.  Large daisy like flowers in spring.  Moist but well-drained soil. Sunny border, light shade 

or woodland garden.  

Echinacea purpurea ‘Happy Star’       D $12.00 

75cm+ when in flower. Pure white petals are in a horizontal position around large orange-yellow 

cones. Long-lasting cut flower. Summer/autumn flowering.

Low growing, clump forming, ground cover for a sunny spot, rockery or over edging.   Pretty orangy 

coloured flowers – long flowering.

Small bright 

red, edible strawberries. Sun or part shade. Evergreen.

To 80 cms.  White flowers with yellow hafts in summer.  Sun and good drainage. 

 
Iris ‘Tinkerbell’       3 large pieces $12.00 

3 large pieces of this pretty dwarf Bearded Iris. Mid to pale blue standards and falls with a darker 

centre.  Spring flowering. Height 25cm.Grow in sun and well drained soil with rhizomes partially 

exposed to the sun. Divide after flowering every three years to maintain. 

 

Knautia ‘Egyptian Rose’       D $12.00 

Deep crimson red flowers in summer. Long flowering. Sun or light shade.  

 

Lathrys latifolius ‘Pink Pearl’       D $10.00 

Lovely pale pink flowers in summer. Sun/part shade. Climber. Best on fence or trellis as it naturally 

twines. Fertile humus rich, well drained soil. Fully hardy. 2 litre pots.

Large white flowers in summer. Climber. Sun. 2.5 litre pots.

Large salmon pink flowers late spring to early summer. Sun and good drainage.

beautiful lilac-purple flowers which have pale lilac-pink upper lips and white lower lips and throats

To 90 cms. Large heads of purple flowers in summer. Fragrant. Sun or light shade.

To 1 metre. Clumps of dark green leaves with deep burgundy edges and colouring. Large heads of 

bright cerise-purple scented flowers in summer. Sun to light shade.

Low mound of narrow blue-green leaves. Taller stems hold spiky ball-shaped clusters of deep blue
